When inappropriate behaviour occurs Staff member decides if it is minor or major. The minor behaviours are teacher managed. Major behaviours are referred to Principal/Assistant Principal for further action. See details below.

	Inappropriate Language
	low intensity use of inappropriate language

	Physical contact
	non-serious but inappropriate physical contact

	Defiance disrespect
	brief or low –intensity failure to respond to teacher request

	Disruption
	low intensity but inappropriate interruption to learning

	Dress 
	student wears clothing that is not within the expectations of school guidelines

	Property misuse
	low –intensity misuse of school or personal property

	Technology misuse
	inappropriate but low-intensity misuse of technology (phone, iPod, camera, computer etc)

	Tardiness
	student arrives late after bell

	Out of Bounds
	Student is in an area that is identified by the school as being out of bounds.

	Peer Pressure
	Daring others to do something and threatening exclusion

	other
	any other inappropriate behaviour that has low intensity eg Peer pressure



	Abusive Language
	verbal aggression such as swearing name calling, threats

	Physical Aggression
	Serious, deliberate physical contact where injury may occur / has occurred

	Defiance disrespect
	refusal to follow repeated directions

	Disruption
	sustained or intense disruption of learning

	having possession of or removing property belonging to someone else

	misuse of technology (phone, iPod, camera, computer etc) which is sustained or potentially harmful to others

	Repeated Tardiness
	repeated and or sustained incidents of arriving late after the bell

	Out of Bounds
	Students who consistently plays out of bounds.

	Continually threatening others to do the wrong thing. Could be bullying

	other
	any other inappropriate behaviour that is potentially harmful, or has caused harm to self or others eg includes bullying

For all the above incidents a record must be filled in on COMPASS as a major incident.
Planning Room 
Planning room provides the children with the opportunity to reflect on their behaviour and the people they have affected. They also look at ways they could have reacted better to the situation. Whilst in planning room the children fill in a form asking them What Happened? Who was affected by their behaviour? How will I change my behaviour next time? During this time the parents are phoned informing them that their child is in planning room.
After they have finished the form it is signed by the teacher sent home and returned to their teacher the next day.
If the behaviour is judged by a teacher to be serious enough they may contact the parents immediately and after meeting with them apply any of the processes below. These are always done in consultation with the Principal and may need to include CSO personal. 
Often these are progressive and will follow after each other.
· Meeting with parents – (could result in loss of privileges eg excursion, sport) 

· Behaviour Modification Chart developed

· Referral to School Counsellor  (If not already involved)
· Referral to outside agencies

· CSO intervention  (speak with Principal – Contact CSO )
· Email or Phone for advice
· Observations – parent Permission forms filled in

· Attendance at Parent Meetings

· Detention – whole of Lunch with the Principal/Assistant Principal

· One day in school suspension.
· Three day in school suspension.
· Suspension

Unacceptable forms of punishment:

· #  Inflict any forms of physical punishment

· #  Deliberately humiliate a child

· #  Send a child outside by themselves while a lesson is in progress
Minor inappropriate behaviours 


are recognised as 


any low intensity behaviour that does not meet the “School Rules and Behavioural Expectations”. These are managed by the teachers using own strategies or those suggested below.





Major inappropriate behaviours


are identified as deliberate actions that are offensive and / or dangerous to the physical and /or emotional well being of others. [may also include repeated minor]
